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The MS4 permit obtained by the district is issued by TCEQ (Texas
Commission on Environmental Quality) and it requires specific regulations
be met — communicating this information to the public being one of them.

7.05  Protection of Drainage Systems.

1. TheDistrict’s drainage systems, including all drainage casements, channels,
storm sewer facilities, detention ponds and all other facilities owned, maintained or controlled by
the District for the purpose of collecting, controlling, storing, managing or distributing stormand
flood waters or run-off, must be protected from abuse, in order o assure the proper functioning of
all such facilities for the benefit of all property owners and residents of the District.

2. No foreign materials or debris, including motor oil, grass, leaves or tree
clippings, trash, construction debris or silt, may be placed, thrown, disposed of, deposited,
discharged or allowed to migrate into the District’s drainage systems. A violation of this rule will
render the violator subject to fine as well as to the requirement that any resulting damage to the
Distriet's systems be repaired at the expense of the violator,
